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ORDINANCE NO. 3 OF 2008
“Providing for Exemptions and Compartments(amendment)’Ordinance, 2008

Whereas it is expedient to amend Ordinance in respect of “Providing for Exemptions and
Compartments” i.e.original Ordinance No.10, for the purposes hereinafter appearing the Management
Council is hereby pleased to make the following Ordinance :-

I.  This Ordinance may be called “Providing for Exemptions and Compartments (amendment)
Ordinance, 2008 :

2, This Ordinance shall come into force with effect from the date of its approval by the Management
Council.

3.1. Sub para (i1) of Para-2 together with its Explanation-I and II of Ordinance in respect of Exemptions
& Compartments,i.e. original Ordinance No.10 (hereinafter referred to as the main ordinance),be
substituted as under:-

(i)  An examinee who becomes entitled to exemption with sub- para (i), in one half of the
subjects at First degree/ Undergraduate examination(excluding semester pattern/biannual
pattern) OR 2/3rd number of papers / passing heads prescribed for Master’s degree
examinations (excluding semester pattern/biannual pattern) as the case may be, as detailed
below,in the Faculty ofArts (including Fine Arts),Social Sciences, Commerce, Science, Home
Science and Education (including Physical Education), shall be allowed to keep term
(A T.K.T.) in, for the regular course of studies and appear at the examination of the
immediately next higher class simultaneously or after clearing the lower examination, as
isprescribed in column No. (4) of the schedule. This benefit of ATKT for appearing at
the examination of the immediately next higher class shall not be applicable to those
failures in the lower examination who do not prosecute a regular course of studies
for the examinations of the immediately next higher class. Where two examinations
are taken simultaneously, the result of higher examination of the examinee,if passes
therein,shall not be declared until he has been declared passed in the lower examination:-

(A) At First degree courses/undergraduate course (Excluding Semester/Biannual Pattern:-

ATKT in next higher class shall be granted to the failures of lower examination, in the
faculties mentioned above, at First degree/Undergraduate level courses, on getting exemption
in one half the number of subjects prescribed for that examination. For calculating one
half number of subjects, fraction if any, shall be ignored.

(B) At Master’s Degree/Diploma level Courses (Excluding Semester/Biannual Pattern :-

ATKT in next higher class shall be granted to the failures of lower examination in the
faculties mentioned above,at Master’s Degree/Diploma level courses, on getting exemptions
in 2/3rd the number of papers/heads of passing of the subjects prescribed for that examination
of said Degree/Diploma course.While calculating 2/3rd number of papers/passing heads
of a subject, fraction if any, shall be ignored.

Explanations :-

I. For the purposes of counting one half number of subjects regarding (A) above, for ATKT, the
practical etc. part of a subject though a separate head of passing for the purpose of exemptions, shall be
treated as an integral part of that subject. According to this, a failure has to obtain exemption in that full
subject i.e. theory and practical etc. part taken together and then only shall be counted as one number
of subject otherwise such subject shall not be taken into account for the purpose of granting ATKT.

II. For the purposes of (B) above, exemption shall mean, exemption in each head of passing, i.e.
theory, practical, sessional or Viva-Voce etc. wherever they form part of the examination and require
separate passing, shall be treated as separate heads. However, minimum aggregate passing marks
provided, if any, for passing examinations as a whole shall not be considered as head of passing for the
purpose of granting ATKT facility.

3.2 In “Explanation-IV” of sub-para (ii) of para-2 of Ordinance No. 10 the words “everytime” appearing
in first line, be deleted. In the said explanation, the words “for that examination only. In any
subsequent examination he may exercise his option afresh.” be substituted by the words “forever
and exemptions rejected shall stand null and void permanantly.”

3.3  Under the “Explanation” of sub para (ii) of para-2 of the main ordinance No.10,a new clause
as”"V” be added after “TV":-

V. Notwithstanding anything contained in the Ordinances of examinations concerned, an
unsucessful examinee of any of the University examinations shall have an option to carry his
college Assessment marks to his successive attempt at the examination. The examinee, however,
can forego his college / internal assessment marks and in which case he would be examined for
a total of marks comprising either (i) theory paper and college / internal assessment together and
/ or (ii) practical examination and college / internal assessment together as the case may be, at his
successive attempt or attempts at the University examination. This option shall have to be
exercised by the candidate in the application for the examination and once the option is exercised
it shall be permanantly final and binding on the examinee.
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
