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Dear SirfMadam,

As you are aware, various kinds of radioaclive materials/chemicals are being
used in the Iaboratories for research purposes in Universities and Colleges. You will
appreciate the importance of following the rules prescribed by different regulatory
authorities for the procurement, utilization, storage and disposal of such materials. You
will also appreciate that improper disposal of such materials can be extremely harmful
not only to humans but also to the environment. You are, therefore, requested to follow
norms prescribed by the Atomic Energy Regulatory Board (AERB), Bhabha Atomic
Research Centre (BARC), Board of Radioactive Isotopes Technology, and similar
bodies for the purchase, utilization, storage and disposal of radioactive and hazardous
materials/chemicals. Atomic Energy Commission has aiso laid down Atomic Energy
(Safe Disposal of Radioactive Wastes) Rules, 1987 in this regard.

You are requested to kindly instruct all departments/research institutions in your
University and affiliated colleges in this regard.

UGC has also separately constituted a Committee for having wider consultations
and framing guidelines in this regard which will be communicated to you soon.
